Science Experiment Power Point Project Ideas

· How does the rate of evaporation of the crystal-growing medium affect the final size of the crystals? You can change the rate of evaporation by sealing the container (no evaporation at all if there is no air space) or by blowing a fan over the liquid or enclosing the jar of medium with a dessicant. Different places and seasons will have different humidities. The crystals grown in a desert may be different from those grown in a rain forest. 

· Does the rate at which this liquid is cooled affect the way the crystals grow? You can compare crystals allowed to cool at room temperature to those formed from cooling the liquid in a refrigerator. 

· What effect do additives have on the crystals? You could add food coloring, flavorings, or other 'impurities'.
·  How do crystals grown from uniodized kosher salt compare with those grown from iodized salt? 

· Plants and soil=How do different fertilizers affect the way plants grow? There are lots of different types of fertilizers, containing varying amounts of nitrogen, phosphorus, and potassium, in addition to other ingredients. You can test different fertilizers and see how they affect the height of a plant, the number or size of its leaves, the number of flowers, time until blooming, branching of stems, root development, or other factors.

· Do all types of bread mold at the same rate?

· Does storage temperature affect popcorn popping? Store popcorn in the freezer, refrigerator, at room temperature, and in a heated location. Pop the same amount of each 'sample'. Count how many unpopped kernels remain. Can you explain the results?
· What is the effect of temperature on the water solubility of baking soda, epsom salt, and salt?
· What effect does acid rain have on plant growth?  Use distilled water for acid rain, mix it with lemon juice to spray on plants.
· Will different soils affect the amount of erosion on a slope?
· Which best helps prevent soil erosion on a slope: plants, rocks, or mulch?

·  Does one brand of antacid neutralize acids faster than another? You can use litmus paper or boiled red cabbage water to detect pH.
· Will phosphoric acid found in Coca Cola dissolve steel and human nails?

· What effect does acid rain have on rocks? Use chalk for limestone, granite, etc. and submerge in vinegar.

· Which substance dissolves ice faster for use on icy roads? (ex. sand, salt, pepper, sugar)
