Egg Drop Project

Objectives:  
1. You are to make or build something that is the lightest possible weight and yet durable enough to protect an egg thrown off the Social Center roof so that the egg doesn't break from the fall.   
2. Write a lab report to turn in after the results from the egg drop. 
Lab Report--Planning the Investigation 
1.  Write the Question. Example:  Will cardboard and foam protect an egg thrown from the roof of a building?

2. Make a hypothesis. Example:  Cardboard and foam will protect an egg from cracking when thrown from a building.  I believe this because…..
3. List the materials to be used. Be specific as to sizes and  lengths of the materials.  Example: a shoebox, 4 5x5 inch foam blocks, half a meter of masking tape

4. Write the procedures or steps in constructing the contraption.
5.  Conduct the test and record the results (this will take place on Oct. 8).

6.  Draw conclusions.  Write down what you could do to improve the contraption after the egg drop.
Rules

· Of course, the egg and its contraption must hit the ground!  

· No balloons or parachutes are allowed. 

· The egg and the project must weigh less than 200 grams (about 7/8 ounces…half a pound).  The average egg weighs 50 grams ( about 2 ounces). 

· Only raw, store bought chicken eggs; size medium or larger may be used. You may NOT soak the egg in vinegar, place the egg in peanut butter, honey or any other substance.  
· Your egg may not be wrapped in rubber bands or be taped up in any way.
· Your egg project must not be larger than a shoe box.

· You may not use nerf balls, pillows, or stuffed animals to protect your egg. 

· Once a project is in school, it may not be touched by anyone other than its owner. Please have your name written on it. 

· Once a project has hit the ground, it will be your responsibility to retrieve your egg and show it to the score keeper for scoring.
The egg drop will take place on October 8th.
