Slide 2---Purpose--- Why did you choose this topic? 5pts.
Slide 2----Hypothesis ---Your educated guess about what the result will be 5 pts.

Slides 3 and 4----Experiment Design and Research of Topic--- Include variables, citations from two sources in MLA format, and info about the topic 25 pts.

Slide 5----Materials --- What supplies were needed in specific amounts/descriptions 10pts.
Slide 6-----Methods/Procedures--- Steps to do the experiment 10 pts.

Slide 7-----Observations/Results—Explain what happened; provide charts/graphs with results 10 pts.

Slide 8-----Conclusion --- Explain whether or not the hypothesis was correct and why.  What other  research could be done in the future? 10 pts.
